Mirage Pro allows creating ICC profiles from different
targets. The measurement charts differ from the number
of color patches. In general some say,The more color
patches - the more accurate the profile”. But in order to
not break a butterfly on a wheel there are options to
select from.

2.2.1 SMALL

This chart contains 364 color patches and is a good choice
if you are creating a profile for Epson’s genuine media that
is available as “Base Medium”in Mirage.

2.2.2 STANDARD

We recommend using the “Standard” as default. The standard chart contains 1248 color and gray patches and was
created to provide the Mirage Pro color engine many interpolation points in order to deliver a very smooth and
neutral ICC profile.

Please keep in mind that creating an ICC profile based on a higher number of more color patches takes longer
and uses more media and ink.

2.2.3 EXTENDED

If you feel you need the best ICC profile possible and your desire is getting the highest differentiation between
colors possible select the “Extended” chart that uses 2433 color patches. This chart was developed to take care
of the wide gammut provided by Epson’s Ultrachrome HDR inks by selecting special and more color patches. We
recommend using this chart if you feel the base setting is not linear enough to get the best performance from of
your media.
